The top priority now is to treat immediately and correctly,
and to protect as best as possible the people not yet
infested. The aim is to stop spreading the parasites!

How to get rid of the nuisance nits in 7 EASY STEPQ:/

1. Treat the infested person immediately with suitable
anti-lice agents. Consult your GP or pharmacist.

2. Lice are nothing to be ashamed of! Inmediately inform
nursery, schools, contacts and friends of the infested person.

3. Check other potentially infested people for nits and lice with a nit
comb. Treat them if required.
